REQUIREMENTS FOR PAYMENTS OF SCHOOL FEES AND OTHER MISCELLANEOUS 

PROVISIONS. 

i. Tuition fees: Payment should be paid in full at the beginning of each academic 

year or in Two installments made at the beginning of each semester 

ii. Hostel charges should be paid in two installments at the beginning of each 

semester. 

iii. Fees once paid will not be refunded if a student withdraws from/or 

leaves the College without prior permission from the Principal or is 

disqualified due to academic grounds or disciplinary issues. 

iv. Refund policy: Fifty Percent (50%) of Tuition Fees may be refunded if a 

student notifies the Principal’s office to withdraw from the college within 

the first two weeks from the beginning of the academic year. 

v. Payment by Cheque, International Money Orders (IMO) etc is accepted prior 

to clearance by the bank. 

vi. There is no any payment through mobile money services. The College has 

no agents for fees or any other charges collection. 

vii. The bank original pay-in-slip should be submitted to the college 

accountant or cashier for receipt/acknowledgement.
